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The BU Research Excellence Framework (REF) final mock exercise is to take place during spring 2013. It is the fifth in a series of different REF preparation exercises scheduled prior to BU’s submission to the REF in November 2013. The final mock exercise is open to ALL academic staff and requires that you complete the selection of nominated research outputs and other relevant information on our publications management system, BRIAN – Bournemouth Research Information And Networking.  
The selection of your nominated research output (NRO) process is the data collection for the purpose of preparing all relevant information to send to external reviewers in March 2013. This is to take place between November 2012 and February 2013. This guidance should be read in full prior to completing the selection on BRIAN and any queries should be directed to your Unit of Assessment (UOA) Leader in the first instance (see ‘Useful information’ below). The deadline for the selection of your nominated research outputs on BRIAN is Friday 15 February 2013.
	Section 1 - Outputs


In discussion with your REF UOA Leader and Dean/DDRE/Research Centre Director, you are invited to select up to six outputs for consideration in this mock exercise. For REF2014, a maximum of four outputs will be submitted, but for this exercise you are offered the opportunity to receive reviewer feedback on up to two additional ones. The selected outputs must have been published since 1 January 2008 or be in-press and due for publication before 30 November 2013.ction 2 - Outputs
	Section 2 - Selecting and editing outputs for REF2014


After logging into BRIAN, you will notice the ‘REF2014’ option from the main system menu.
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Clicking the ‘REF2014’ tab will take you to ‘summary’, ‘selections’ and ‘eligible items’.
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How to nominate a research output for REF2014
To nominate an output for REF, first click on the ‘eligible items’ sub-menu.

The eligible items screen shows all the items from your approved publications list that are eligible for selection for REF 2014.

To be eligible, an output must:

•
have a ‘reporting date’ within the REF2014 census period (01/01/2008 to 30/11/2013
)

be approved by you

To nominate a research output for REF, from the ‘eligible items’ page, click on the yellow star icon displayed against your chosen output and as circled in the following screenshot:
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Updating research output details
Upon selecting an item for REF, the system will create a ‘snapshot’ of the record’s current details and store this in the REF area of the system.

If any of the details of an output need to be changed, you can edit it within the ‘eligible items’ page before creating the snapshot (you can edit the details afterwards as well, but doing  it  first  has  the   advantage  of   also updating the ‘live’ output at the same time).

Click on ‘edit manual details’ or ‘add manual record’ in the header bar to make corrections before creating the ‘snapshot’.

De-nominating a research output for REF

To de-nominate a previously selected output, click on the red star icon displayed against the research output in either the ‘eligible items’ or ‘selected’ pages.
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How to view your nominated outputs

Once selections have been made, you can view and edit your nominated outputs by clicking the ‘selections’ menu displayed under the ‘REF2014’ main menu.
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By default, the ‘selections’ page displays the nominated outputs in the order in which they were selected.

NRO rankings and changing the ranking of a Research Output
The first items on the list are the Nominated Research Outputs (NROs) and are labelled N01, N02…

The ranking and order of the output should reflect your perception of the strength of the output in accordance with the REF2014 criteria for excellence with N01 being the strongest, N02 the second strongest, so on and so forth.

New selections will always be placed at the bottom of this list.

You can change the position of a nominated output by dragging and dropping it to its new position using the blue reordering tool. Click on ‘save order’ at the top or bottom of the screen once the order of the outputs reflects your preferred ranking.
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You can also click on ‘compact view’ at the top of the screen if you wish to switch to a simpler view when re-ordering nominated outputs.

The outputs should be ranked in order of significance, and will be shown in your summary in this order.

How to add a justification statement to a nominated output


Statements are added by first expanding the ‘Justification statements’ area that appears below each nominated output (NRO) and by clicking ‘edit’. Once in edit mode, type your

justification statement into the available box.
