
SureBU Prize Giving Rules
1. By submitting a research abstract you may be eligible for a prize in accordance with these rules.
2. To be eligible, you must either be a current undergraduate at BU or have graduated from an undergraduate course at BU in 2014. The research on which your entry is based must have been carried out during the period you were enrolled as an undergraduate student at BU.
3. Each entry can be from an individual or a team. Abstracts reflecting the work produced by more than one person should be submitted as a team entry, naming all authors and their affiliation. Any individual is allowed to submit only one abstract as the first author but may be co-author in other submissions and therefore enter as both an individual and a team, provided the content of the abstracts is  not the same. Only one prize per entry will be awarded.
4. The abstract you submit must contain no more than 300 words. 

5. All abstracts will be evaluated by a panel formed by the organising committee as to whether they can be presented at the conference. Only entries selected for presentation at the conference will be eligible for awards and prizes.
6. If a third party organisation can be identified from your material you must obtain consent from an authorised representative of that organisation to allow BU to use its name and (if relevant) logo in promotional material; any consent must be obtained before the conference. If permission is not granted, the organisation must be anonymised and the entry may be withdrawn from the conference and the competition.
7. The abstract and the poster/ presentation must be created by the author(s) and not be an infringement of a third party’s intellectual property. 
8. BU reserves the right to use any materials arising from the submissions for the purposes of: (a) promotion of the conference; (b) to illustrate the benefits to organisations of working with BU and (c) to promote BU’s commitment to ensure its students have the opportunity to gain relevant employability skills. All entrants agree to take part in any publicity or promotion that may be organised by BU in relation to the conference and submissions, whether or not they win a prize.
9. BU does not accept any liability for any damage, loss, injury or disappointment suffered by any entrants as a result of participating in either the submissions or being selected for a prize, save that BU does not exclude its liability for death or personal injury as a result of its own negligence.
10. BU reserves the right to cancel the prize giving or amend these rules at any time, without prior notice.
11. All personal information shall be used in accordance with the BU’s Data Protection Policy.
12. BU reserves the right to disqualify any entry if it has reasonable grounds to believe the entry has breached any of these rules, or which we feel is derogatory, immoral or inappropriate.
13. The entries will be judged by a panel formed by academic members of the organising committee and may include a member of the BU senior management team related to research. The decision of the judges will be final and no correspondence will be entered into.
14. A list of the winners will be published using BU’s print and digital media channels.
15. BU does not accept responsibility for the return of any materials submitted in connection with the conference.
16. The prize giving and rules will be governed by English Law and any disputes will be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales.
